Traditionally, the Practitioner Fellowship Program is a professional development and leadership initiative for mid-level career out-of-school time professionals.  This year we are excited to be testing a joint school and out-of-school time model in three cities while continuing the original model in Minneapolis.  The new model will engage practitioners from out-of-school time and classroom teachers in an effort to find ways that schools and afterschool programs can better work together to serve their youth population. Participants in the Practitioner Fellowship are selected by application, and through a year-long process engage in activities that inform program quality and improve practice through reflection and inquiry. 

We are excited to be adding New Orleans to our list of Fellowship cities.  Fellows there will be participating in the mixed model of classroom teachers and OST workers.  Meetings will be held within commuting distance of the University of New Orleans.
